�‡ 39% of children 

�‡ 65% of low income children under age six

�‡ 72% of tenant households

�‡ 53% of seniors

�‡ 53% of lone parent families

�‡ 61% of families below the poverty line

�‡ 40% of households with annual income of  $100,000 or more

�‡ 52% of  immigrants

�‡ 75% of households receiving Social Assistance
